Nunavik, known as Quebec’s far north,
Team Nunavik-Quebec (TNQ)
participated in the Arctic Winter
Games in 1972, 1974, 1976, and 1986.
Nunavik's contingent returned to the
games as Team Nunavik Québec in
2000 with funding from the Kativik
Regional Government in partnership
with Makivvik and the Government of
Québec. In 2025, the Arctic Winter
Games International Committee
officially recognized Team Nunavik
Québec as a permanent member,
solidifying Nunavik's long-standing
contribution to the AWG movement
since its first participation in 1972.

Ataiil Team Nunavik-Québec ready to compete at Arctic Winter Games

Kuujjuag, Québec, March 4, 2026 — Final preparations are taking place this week for a
pep rally in Kuujuag on March & to celebrate Nunawvik athletes and cullural performers
participating in the Arctic Winter Games (AWG) in Whitehorse, Yukon from March 8-15

The AWG is a chance for Nunavik youth to showcase their remark@able skills and connect
with other Inu cultures. The Games are a biennial, international circumpolar sport
compefition for northermn and Archc athletes that bring together over 4,000 athletes and
visitors from Alaska, the MNorthwest Temtones, Yulkon, Munavut Kalaallt Munaat
(Greenland), Morthern Alberta, Sdpmi (northemn Finland, Morway and Sweden), and, of
course, Nunavik

Munavik communities are well represented on this year's Team Nunavik-Québec: (TMNCY) with
58 athletes and six cultural performers coming from Kangigsualujjuaq, Kuujuag, Kangrsuk
Kangigsujuaq, Sallut, vujvik, Puvirnitug and Inulguak. They are competing in Arclic Sports
Badminton, Dene Games, Snowshoe and Table Tennis. The team is supported by 14
coaches, two cultural managers, and 10 mission staff that includes, for the first time, a
medical hiaison officer and a mental health counselor

This year marks the first ime that TNQ i participating as a full member of the AWG
International Committee. TNQ's participation in the Arctic Winter Games dates to 1972 at the
second AWG, ako in Whitehorse. Since then, TNO's commitment and pride as Nunavik's
AWG team has grown by keaps and bounds

TG recenves tremendous community, organizational and corporate support. Major sponsors
