The Nunavik Police Service (NPS) was created by the Kativik Regional Government in 1996 with the 

participation of the Solicitor General of Canada and the Ministère de la Sécurité publique du Québec 

(public security) to maintain peace, order and public safety in Nunavik. The NPS has police detachments 

in all 14 communities. The mission of the NPS and each of its members pursuant to the Police Act 

is to maintain peace, order and public security; to prevent and repress crime and offences under the 

law and municipal by-laws in the Kativik Region; as well as to apprehend offenders.  
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
